We hope you all had a wonderful summer, and we are delighted to welcome you to the autumn
term—a particular welcome to those parents whose children have just joined the school.

We also welcome Mrs Dobric and Miss Busby to our team.

As many readers are aware, the newsletter is published on Fridays and provides a summary of
events that have occurred during the week, as well as an overview of upcoming events. We
also use it to announce the winners of the various certificates that the children can work
towards achieving. For example, each week, a pupil in each infant class is chosen for the
weekly trophy, and in the juniors, they aim to receive the Star of the Week certificate. We
have a gold star system where any member of staff can award a child a gold star for various
reasons, such as being polite, kind, or helpful. Upon attaining 25 gold stars, a child will be
awarded a bronze certificate, 50 gold stars a silver certificate, and 75 gold stars a gold
certificate. A child who achieves 100 or more gold stars receives a special award badge.

We strive to encourage good attendance by highlighting classes with 100% attendance for the

week.
